Second, on an international level, the team will work to ensure that the Open Government Partnership (OGP) is involved in advocating for Goal 16 in the Post-2015 agenda. Third, the team will aim to ensure that there is an accountability mechanism for implementation of the agenda, especially at the national level.

· Mass media (news paper, radio, television, etc.) campaign to raise awareness about the Post-2015 process

· Online campaign to distribute video and other media materials, including through social media
